French 4 Syllabus

Course Introduction

French 4 continues studies from levels 1-3. Throughout the course, the student reviews
previously learned material to attain mastery. The course also introduces the student to
new information to improve the fine details of the language and to gain a greater insight
into the culture.

Course Description

French 4 is a course designed to take students into a greater understanding of French
language and culture. Through the course, the students will be exposed to new
grammatical features that will help them to refine their language skills. Additionally,
students will have ample opportunity to communicate through synchronous sessions,
required oral assessments for each module, presentations, and audio and video
discussions. Students will significantly increase their vocabulary through essays,
projects, blogging, discussions and reading. French 4 gives students a strong
background in both French and Francophone literature. The students will span the
course of French classical literature, delve into Francophone literature from each
continent, and will read through the classic texts Candide by Voltaire and La Douleur by
Marguerite Duras.

This is a yearlong course consisting of 10 units. Upon successful completion students
will receive 1 credit towards high school graduation.
